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1 Corinthians 15:20 — 28 (NKJV)

20 But now Christ is risen from the dead, and has become the
firstfruits of those who have fallen asleep. \

21 For since by man came death, by Man also came the resurrection

of the dead.
22 For as in Adam all die, even so in Christ all shall be made alive.

23 But each one in his own order: Christ the firstfruits, afterward
those who are Christ's at His coming.




24 Then comes the end, when He delivers the kingdom to God
the Father, when He puts an end to all rule and all authority and
power.

25 For He must reign till He has put all enemies under His feet.
26 The last enemy that will be destroyed is death.

27 For "He has put all things under His feet." But when He says
"all things are put under Him," it is evident that He who put all
things under Him is excepted.

28 Now when all things are made subject to Him, then the Son

Himself will also be subject to Him who put all things under
Him, that God may be all in all.
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Paul dealt with the subject by answering

four basic questions:

1.

ARE the dead raised? (1 Cor. 15:1 - 19)

2. WHEN are the dead raised? (1 Cor. 15:20 — 28)
3.
4. HOW are the dead raised? (1 Cor. 15:35 — 48)

WHY are the dead raised? (1 Cor. 15:29 — 34, 49 — 58)

FIRSTFRUITS vv. 20, 23)

Leviticus 23:9 — 14 (NKJV)

9 And the LORD spoke to Moses, saying,

10 “Speak to the children of Israel, and say to them: “When you
come into the land which I give to you, and reap its harvest, then
you shall bring a sheaf of the firstfruits of your harvest to the priest.
11 He shall wave the sheaf before the LORD, to be accepted on
your behalf; on the day after the Sabbath the priest shall wave it.

12 And you shall offer on that day, when you wave the sheaf, a

male lamb of the first year, without blemish, as a burnt offering to
the LORD.

13 Its grain offering shall be two-tenths of an ephah of fine flour
mixed with oil, an offering made by fire to the LORD, for a sweet
aroma; and its drink offering shall be of wine, one-fourth of a hin.
14 You shall eat neither bread nor parched grain nor fresh grain
until the same day that you have brought an offering to your
God; it shall be a statute forever throughout your generations in
all your dwellings.




FIRSTFRUITS vv. 20, 23)

As the Lamb of God, Jesus died on Passover.

As the sheaf of firstfruits, He arose from the dead three days
later on the first day of the week.

When the priest waved the sheaf of the firstfruits before the
Lord, it was a sign that the entire harvest belonged to Him.




FIRSTFRUITS vv. 20, 23)

Philippians 1:21 - 23 (NK]JV)
21 For to me, to live is Christ, and to die is gain.

22 But if I live on in the flesh, this will mean fruit from my labor;
yet what I shall choose I cannot tell.

* The first Adam disobeyed God and brought sin and death into
the world, but the Last Adam obeyed the Father and brought
righteousness and life.

* The word “order” in 1 Corinthians 15:23 originally referred to
military rank. God has an order and a sequence in the
resurrection.
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* When Jesus Christ returns in the air, He will take His church to

heaven and at that time raise from the dead all who have trusted
Him and have died in the faith (1 Thes. 4:13 — 18).

* Jesus called this "the resurrection of life”.

John 5:29 (NKJV)

and come forth—those who have done good, to the resurrection of
life, and those who have done evil, to the resurrection of
condemnation.




When Jesus returns to the earth in judgment, then the lost will
be raised in “the resurrection of damnation”.

Revelation 20:11 - 15 (NK]JV)

11 Then I saw a great white throne and Him who sat on it, from
whose face the earth and the heaven fled away. And there was
found no place for them.

12 And I saw the dead, small and great, standing before God, and
books were opened. And another book was opened, which is the
Book of Life. And the dead were judged according to their works,

by the things which
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13 The sea gave up the dead who were in it, and Death and
Hades delivered up the dead who were in them. And they were
judged, each one according to his works.

14 Then Death and Hades were cast into the lake of fire. This is
the second death.

15 And anyone not found written in the Book of Life was cast into
the lake of fire.

Nobody in the first resurrection will be lost, but nobody in the
second resurrection will be saved.

2 He laid hold of the dragon, that serpent of old, who is the Devil
and Satan, and bound him for a thousand years;

Believers will reign with Him and share His glory and
authority.

This kingdom, prophesied in the Old Testament, is called "the
Millennium" by prophetic teachers.

The word comes from the Latin: mille—thousand, annum—
year.




THE KINGDOM (vV. 24 - 28) )

But even after the Millennium, there will be one final rebellion
against God, which Jesus Christ will put down by His power.

Revelation 20:7 - 10 (NK]JV)

7 Now when the thousand years have expired, Satan will be
released from his prison

8 and will go out to deceive the nations which are in the four
corners of the earth, Gog and Magog, to gather them together to
battle, whose number is as the sand of the sea.
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THE KINGDOM vvV. 24 -28)

9 They went up on the breadth of the earth and surrounded the
camp of the saints and the beloved city. And fire came down from
God out of heaven and devoured them.

10 The devil, who deceived them, was cast into the lake of fire
and brimstone where the beast and the false prophet are. And
they will be tormented day and night forever and ever.

The lost will then be raised, judged and cast into the lake of
fire.

Then death itself shall be cast into hell, and the last enemy
shall be destroyed.

He will then turn the kingdom over to the

heavens and new earth—shall be ushered
in.
